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1. Concept Summary

The Por Todos Fund was born at the end of March 2020 as an initiative of the repected businessman and 
former mayor of the city of Quito, Roque Sevilla Larrea, to provide humanitarian assistance to the most 
vulnerable in Ecuador during the health and social crisis caused by COVID-19 — effectively, agilely, flexibly 
and transparently. Roque Sevilla's initiative was supported and strengthened by several well-respected 
Ecuadorian and international companies and entrepreneurs, as well as thousands of citizens through their 
contributions in kind and through donations via a crowdfunding system.

Donations made in cash were managed through a "Fideicomiso Por Todos" trust and administered by 
FIDEVAL S.A. Administrator of Funds and Trusts to guarantee the transparency and effectiveness in the 
allocation and use of resources, which will be audited by the independent, external auditor, 
PricewaterhouseCoopers del Ecuador Cía. Ltda. once the final liquidation of the Trust is made. The 
donations received in kind were administered by the private group that was formed to conceive and 
manage the humanitarian aid projects called “Fondo Por Todos”, for direct delivery to donors, under the 
supervision of the Executive Committee of the group and the Board of the Trust.

Needs assessment, solution design, project implementation and administrative management were 
managed by a team of professionals and an Executive Committee as the main decision-making body in 
operational matters. The administrative structure of the Por Todos Fund did not imply costs for the fund: 
100% of funds were directed exclusively towards humanitarian aid initiatives.

The Fund designed and implemented humanitarian response solutions in four main axes: (i) food to enable 
communities to remain isolated, (ii) tests for early detection of COVID-19, (iii) respiratory triage centers and 
(iv) personal protective equipment and critical assistance.

The donations received and channeled to humanitarian aid initiatives during the six months (April to 
September 2020) of the management of the Por Todos Fund total around $8.48 million; of these, $7.47 
million were donations made in cash for the four management axes, $562,000 contributed by CARE 
International, Child Fund, Plan International and Fundación Raíz, as a counterpart in the axis of food, tests 
and centers of triage, and around $446,000 made through in-kind donations of foodstuffs, bedding and 
personal protective equipment.

The Por Todos Fund applied technical and agile management systems in the evaluation and execution of 
projects, purchase tenders, control of results, and had a panel made up of seven recognized Ecuadorian 
and international experts specialized in emergency responses, immunology, infectology, virology, public 
health, logistics and public management, who permanently advised the Fund in the assessment of needs, 
the design of solutions and the implementation of projects. Certain expenses for the administration of the 
Fund were covered by additional specific contributions for this purpose made by Corporación Favorita and 
Grupo Futuro.



The government of the Por Todos Fund was led by a Board of Directors made up of 5 prestigious 
businesspeople from various cities in Ecuador, as well as the General Secretary of CARE International at 
a global level. An Executive Committee was formed that acted as a "war room" for project evaluation, agile 
decision-making, and follow-up on implemented initiatives. The Por Todos Fund trust operated through a 
Board of Trustees for the adoption of resolutions on the distribution of donations received in cash.

Once the mission of the Por Todos Fund for emergency humanitarian response in the early stages of the 
COVID-19 pandemic had been successfully completed, the Fund began the audit of the trust and the 
process of closing its operations in the four defined management axes in September 2020. Por Todos will 
continue as a private voluntary collective that will act as a strategic think tank to provide support in the 
search for solutions to alleviate the COVID-19 pandemic in Ecuador, as is the case with the national 
program of vaccination against SARS-CoV-2, with the aim of achieving an adequate level of immunity in 
the population to control the pandemic, in collaboration with the Ministry of Public Health and other private 
humanitarian aid initiatives in the country.

2. Strategic framework

Purpose
Save lives with effective and timely solutions to help the most vulnerable to overcome the COVID-19 crisis 
in Ecuador.

Mission
Raise donations from both the business sector and wider population, investing them in a transparent, 
efficient and timely manner in whatever way necessary and in the activities where the Fund can make the 
greatest contribution to support the most vulnerable during the COVID-19 crisis in Ecuador.

Ethos
The Por Todos Fund subscribes to humanitarian principles for emergency response and ensures the 
implementation of these principles in all the actions it supports.

 • Humanity.- The objective of humanitarian action is to protect life and health, and to guarantee 
 respect for human beings.

 • Neutrality.- Humanitarian actors should not take sides in controversies of a political, racial, 
 religious or ideological nature.

 • Impartiality.- Humanitarian action must be carried out according to need, giving priority to the 
 most urgent cases and without making distinctions on the basis of nationality, race, sex, religious  
 beliefs, class or political opinion.

 • Operational Independence.- Humanitarian action must be autonomous from the political, 
 economic, military or other objectives that any humanitarian agent may have regarding the areas 
 where humanitarian measures are being carried out.

4.1. Food for Isolation

OBJECTIVE: To finance physical isolation by delivering cash and food kits to vulnerable populations in 
coordination with MIESS.

HOW: 
• Partnership with CARE Ecuador, ChildFund Ecuador and Plan International through established and 
proven programs to reach vulnerable communities with cash assistance, through the use of ATMs of the 
Banco Pichincha system. Additionally, food kits were delivered to vulnerable and remote populations.

• Cooperation with Fundación Raíz, Sacha Warmi, Mancomunidad Chocó Andino, Red Cross of 
Galapagos, Fundación Jardín del Cajas, Food Bank of the Archdiocese of Cuenca, NGO Guaguacuna, 
Fundación Karla Morales and Fundación Manos Amigas, to reach vulnerable populations with food kits.

PROJECT LEADER: Sofía Sprechmann Sineiro.

IMPACT: More than 193,000 people for 1 to 2 equivalent months of food rations in 20 provinces in the 4 
regions of the country until September 2020.

• Provide PCR and serological diagnostic tests for the detection of antibodies, focused on vulnerable 
populations for the management of the pandemic and immunological control.

 - Rapid Tests  10,000 (Esmeraldas and Amazon)
 - Roche  10,000 tests (Quito triage stations)
 - ELISA tests  250,000 approx. (Universities, hospitals, SNGRE)

HOW:
• Agreements with the Cruz Vital (Ecuadorian Red Cross), USFQ, SynLab and the Sustainable Sciences 
Institute (SSI) of California who managed the donation of around 250,000 viral antigen determinations for 
ELISA tests through the Open Philanthropy program of the United States.

• Investments in adaptations to Cruz Vital laboratories for taking samples and supporting the USFQ with 
resources for the purchase of supplies and handling of tests.

• Provision in Ecuador of the ELISA test protocol (Krammer protocol) and training for 11 universities and 
one hospital (INSPI, USFQ, UESS, PUCE, ECE, UTE, UNL, UTPL, UIDE, UDLA, CECOMET, Hospital 
Franklin Tello) in the use of this protocol, in association with the SSI.

• Support for the execution of the National Seroprevalence Study of the National Secretariat for Risk 
Management and the SSI, in addition to immunological control of certain high-risk populations.

• Laboratories for COVID-19 ELISA tests and other tropical diseases at Hospital de Nuevo Rocafuerte and 
Atacames medical center.

4.3. Respiratory Triage Centers

OBJECTIVE:
• Contribute to the installation and operation of mobile triage stations with basic medical care, located near 
hospitals in the public health network that serve patients infected with COVID-19. These centers 
implemented evaluations, provided respiratory assistance, and performed patient triages, helping to 
decongest public hospitals in various provinces of Ecuador. 
• Additionally, the EcuaVida Telemedicine Platform was supported as the first stage in the triage and 
referral of patients.

• 7 operational centers:
 - 3 in Quito: Chimbacalle and San Francisco-Carcelén with Fundación Esquel for the IESS. 
 San Antonio de Pichincha with the Ecuadorian Red Cross for the MSP.
 - 1 in Portoviejo, 1 in Ancón and 1 in Loja with Fundación Esquel for the IESS.
 - 1 in Atacames with Fundación Raíz for the MSP.
• 14 stations with Fundación Esquel for the Ecuadorian Institute of Social Security.
• Support for the EcuaVida Telemedicine Platform.

IMPACT: Around 120,000 patients by December 2020:
- Contribution so that around 70,000 patients could be attended in 21 triage centers in 11 provinces of the 
country.

4.4. Personal Protective Equipment and Critical Assistance
OBJETIVE:
• Provide protective equipment to front-line health personnel and public service personnel in high-risk 
activities, as well as specialized equipment for hospitals and supplies for medical care that required agile 
responses to emergency situations due to the pandemic.

HOW:
• Provision of quality personal protective equipment that meet high technical specifications, preferably 
manufactured and distributed by Ecuadorian businesses; provision of specialized equipment for hospitals; 
provision of equipment for respiratory assistance; agile provision of medical supplies in emergency 
situations.

PROJECT LEADER: David Araujo, in coordination with a panel of experts.

• Provision of various emergency supplies for the Bicentennial Temporary Attention Center of Quito for $ 
40,000 consisting of: defibrillator, table oximeters, pulse oximeters, multiparameter monitors, infusion 
pumps, anti-eschar mattresses, IV holders, gloves, medical supplies, spare parts and medicines.
• Donation of 30 oxygen concentrators, 30 oxygen tanks, 25 oxygen regulators and 20,000 surgical masks 
for communities and peasant organizations in the Central Sierra through Fundación Raíz.
• Delivery of 17 oxygen concentrators for the Ministry of Public Health to be assigned to the province of 
Galapagos.
• Humanitarian corridor for around 70 Venezuelan migrants in vulnerable situations.

5. Donations Received

The donations received and channeled to the four axes of action totaled $ 8,481,168, and were made up 
of the following sources:

(1) Cash donations for $ 8,034,544 channeled through the Por Todos Trust, and which came from three 
sources:
 (a) Contributions to the Trust
- Direct donor contributions to the trust.
- Donations contributed to Fundación Futuro that were later contributed to the Trust.
- Donations collected from citizens via crowfunding (managed by PayPhone and HazVaca) through 
Fundación Futuro, which later contributed them to the Trust.

 (b) Value contributed as counterpart by CARE Ecuador, ChildFund Ecuador, Plan International and 
Fundación Raíz, contributed directly to initiatives of the food hubs, tests and triage centers.

 (c) Donations received through Charities Aid Foundation (CAF) America in the United States 
through a 501 (c) (3) type fund called “Ecuador Future Fund” and managed by CAF of America. These 
resources were delivered to Fundación Raíz directly for the execution of projects in Ecuador.

(2) $ 446,624 donations contributed in-kind were channeled directly to the grantees by the Fondo Por 
Todos collective.
